David’s
passion for God was formed while he was tending
sheep for his father out in the Israeli countryside.
His trust and obedience grew to Goliath propor
tions while he nurtured and protected the ock in
the wilderness. It was further tested as he led a
wandering band of mis ts while eeing Saul’s jeal
ous wrath. Ultimately God placed him as ruler of
Israel. As David learned, with increasing respen
sibility comes increasing temptation. Learn what
it means to lead as women and men after God'’s
own heart. And commit to taking the necessary
precautions in addressing temptation as you lead
on campus.

This track will explore what it means to be a

true man and a true woman of God. We will

look at the cultural pressures to conform to this
world and the importance of staying true to
God’s desire for us as children of God to be pure
in body, mind and SPIRIT. The track will have a
men’s section and women'’s section and some
time to talk together.
